Built in 1976 (hull 1707), this boat has spent its entire life east of the Cascade Mountains.  This is a dry area, so there are no issues with water infiltration of the deck.  The boat has been well cared for throughout its life, and has been substantially upgraded.  It has always been kept on the trailer, and has never had bottom paint on it.  I’ve had her for 11 years, and believe I’m the third owner.
Magic Juand is a fine performer.  We won the Western Nationals in 1996, and have several 2nd and 3rd places in both working and all sail fleets.  The boat has always been raced, and was ordered from the factory with no electrical system to save weight.  I have added lead to the boat to bring it up to the class minimum of 1400 lbs.  The instruments are solar powered, with two rechargeable AA batteries.  I have a bi-colored flashlight that attaches to the bow for night sailing.  
While Magic Juand is an excellent racer, she is not bad for cruising, either.  I had a new V-berth cushion made that is very comfortable; the quarterberth cushions are original and in very good condition.  My wife and I have cruised in the San Juan Islands 6 or 7 seasons, usually about 5 days at a time.  One of the neatest things about cruising in a SJ21 is you can get into places that a lot of boats can’t.  Just crank up the keel and you have no worries in shallow water (to a point!).
