 Races will be governed by (2009 - 2012) The Racing Rules of Sailing, the prescriptions of US Sailing, and the 

rules of the SJ21 Class, except as any of these are changed by the sailing instructions.  All class regulations are 

in effect and all safety gear must be on board.  

 

Entries: Eligible yachts may be entered by completing the registration form below. The SJ21 class 

requires membership seven (7) days “prior” to this event. (HD/BK 2.4-3 article IV; exception in 2.4-3.) 

 

A charter boat may be available. Can’t race? Come and enjoy the activities, meet old and new friends, catch a 

ride as crew or help with the race committee. This is your class, come and enjoy. 

 

The schedule calls for a practice race on Thursday, with racing on Friday & Saturday. Sunday will be a make-

up day if necessary or travel home day.
